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Simple Past Tense

The simple past tense describes an action or event that occurred in the past.

Example: David went to the park.

1. Yesterday, she (go) to the grocery store.

2. Tom (buy) a new book yesterday.

3. We (watch) a movie last night after dinner.

4. Alice (forget) to bring her notebook to school.
5. The baby (cry) because it was hungry.

6. They (play) basketball in the park after lunch.
7. Maria (read) her favorite story before bedtime.
8. The teacher (explain) the lesson clearly.
